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ICON is a premiere niche builder of custom vehicles. As an award winning automotive designer, founder and CEO Jonathan Ward has been allowed access to many of the most unique vehicle collections around the world. Throughout the years, he has amassed an incredible collection of images focusing on the specific elements of great designs. Up until now, these have served solely as inspiration for his brand projects.

Each piece starts with the original photo, which is then modified to reduce the lines to their most basic form, then hand drawn by Jonathan to capture the pure essence of the design. Next, in partnership with the aluminum wizards at Neal Feay, the traditional processes of silk screening and anodizing are combined in a novel fashion, to fuse black pigment into the brushed aluminum surface. The ½” thick 6061 aluminum is precision machined with an inset groove for wall hanging, and a stainless bolt is provided for desk display. Each numbered piece is packaged in a bespoke maple box with the ICON lizard laser etched onto the face.

The Type 13 was the first real Bugatti and was prototyped in Ettore Bugatti's basement in 1908 and 1909. Production began with the company's founding in 1910 and lasted through 1920 with 435 examples produced. Most road cars used an 8-valve engine, though five Type 13 racers had 16-valve heads, one of the first ever produced. The road cars became known as "pur-sang" ("thoroughbred") in keeping with Ettore Bugatti's feelings for his designs.

The Type 10 used a monobloc straight-four engine of Ettore's own design. it was an overhead cam unit with 2 valves per cylinder, highly advanced for the time. 

The car was preserved and nicknamed "la baignoire" ("the bathtub") by the staff at Molsheim in later years due to its shape. Ettore restored it in 1939 and repainted it an orange-red color, earning it a new nickname, "le homard" ("the lobster"). It was moved to Bordeaux for the duration of World War II and remained there for decades before falling into private ownership. Today, the car is in California in the hands of a private collector.
