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ICON is a premiere niche builder of custom vehicles. As an award winning automotive designer, founder and CEO Jonathan Ward has been allowed access to many of the most unique vehicle collections around the world. Throughout the years, he has amassed an incredible collection of images focusing on the specific elements of great designs. Up until now, these have served solely as inspiration for his brand projects.

Each piece starts with the original photo, which is then modified to reduce the lines to their most basic form, then hand drawn by Jonathan to capture the pure essence of the design. Next, in partnership with the aluminum wizards at Neal Feay, the traditional processes of silk screening and anodizing are combined in a novel fashion, to fuse black pigment into the brushed aluminum surface. The ½” thick 6061 aluminum is precision machined with an inset groove for wall hanging, and a stainless bolt is provided for desk display. Each numbered piece is packaged in a bespoke maple box with the ICON lizard laser etched onto the face.

Yours is a Porsche 356A. It’s hard to believe, but Porsche design – and the Germans in general – were able to reboot and go from thinking about Tiger tanks to sports cars in the span of just three years. In 1948, the first Porsche 356 emerged from a converted sawmill in Gmund, Austria (the Allied occupation forces were the new residents of Porsche’s Stuttgart, Germany offices).

By 1950, a much improved version of the Porsche 356 built in Zuffenhausen, Germany was being sold in America. The A series (356A) was the first refinement of the line introducing numerous refinements including a curved windshield rather than a split or bent screen. The 356A is arguably the most pure and beautiful variant of this timeless icon.
